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THE STYRIAN CLEAN AIR PROGRAM 2011 – 
MEASURES TO IMPROVE AIR QUALITY

Abstract
Shortly after the introduction of limiting values for PM10, it became clear that pollution was too high in part in many regions of Styria. Therefore, the first clean air program was developed in 2004. Revisions followed in 2006 and 2008.
Although considerable improvements to the emissions have been achieved in the past ten years, it is not ensured in many regions of Styria that the PM10 limit values can be complied with. The causes are not only to be found in too high emissions. Unfavourable meteorological and other natural conditions are also causing excessive PM10 pollution. Besides the greater Graz region, the southern part of Styria is also affected in particular with the Leibnitz Field, i.e. the region that is one of the central PMinter project regions.
The next step in achieving the goal of being able to reliably comply with the PM10 limit values is the Clean Air Programme 2011. Further reduction of the emissions is to be achieved with more than 40 measures and bundles of measures. The following emission source groups and topics are addressed:
· domestic fuel / energy 
· traffic - mobility
· engine technology
· industry and trade
· winter service
· agriculture
· spatial planning
· legal issues
A number of measures have already been implemented in the years 2011 - 2013, which helped to continue the trend of falling air pollutant concentrations. However, several projects are still to be realised in 2014.
